5.1 | have connected my PushShare dongle to my device but |

cannot get my device to mirror to my presentation screen.

Please try to connect both the HDMI and the USB cables provided from the PushShare dongle to
your device.

The USB cable must be connected as well as the HDMI cable to provide power to the PushShare
dongle if the HDMI port does not provide enough power.
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5.2 | have connected my PushShare dongle to my device via HDMI

The USB cable must be connected as well, as the HDMI cable will only provide the video and audio
signal. The USB will provide the touch functionality.

The PushShare dongle must be paired to your Interactive Touch Display or PushShare Receiving
Unit. To do this, connect the PushShare dongle to your Interactive Touch Display or PushShare
Receiving Unit and wait until the dongle’s indication light turns red.

5.4 | have tried pairing the PushShare dongle with my Interactive Touch

Display but the “Dongle Pairing” message appears constantly on screen.

Please ensure that you have installed the PushShare application. If you haven’t, please follow the
steps outlined in Section 2.
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5.5 | have paired my PushShare dongle to my Interactive Touch Display

and connected it to my device via HDMI and USB but the indication light

keeps flashing so won’t let me mirror.

Please ensure that you have enabled the hotspot setting on your Interactive Touch Display.

2. Using the arrow keys on the remote, navigate to “Home” and then press the “Enter”
button.

4. Navigate to “Hotspot” and tap this button to get into the portable hotspot menu.

5. Make sure the “Turn on hotspot” toggle is on and it has a tick.
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
